The IVSA board…formally known as the ExCo.

Being an Executive Committee (ExCo) member of IVSA is the weird but somehow appealing cocktail of cooperating with 18 other vet students of different nationalities, travelling the worlds most exotic places, hours spend in front of the computer to make sure IVSA keeps spinning, lifelong friendships, fighting for your opinion, or for the rights of vet students worldwide…Basically the ExCo work is what the ExCo of the year wants it to be. 

Did you ever consider joining this team? Maybe you don’t think you know anything about the IVSA, maybe you got a million other excuses. May we suggest that you find a random Officer or Trustee and have a chat about what the IVSA and the ExCo are all about, and maybe what it could be to you! Worst case scenario you find yourself having the time of your life personally and academically within the ExCo!     

The general duties of the ExCo are: To make up the plan of the year for the IVSA; this could include: Spreading the word about IVSA, make new / old members and sponsors aware of your work. Travelling the world and attend congresses, symposiums, meetings – both within and outside the IVSA, and as much as IVSA´s or your own economy allows it. Send out info via the web page, the e-mail Newsletter and the IVSA Journal. And stay in constant contact with the rest of the ExCo, sharing and discussing ideas.
The IVSA President; Coordinates the activities of the ExCo. Is responsible for that IVSA is represented at the most important international events. Makes sure that the IVSA goals of the year are achieved through cooperation with the rest of the ExCo. 

Besides this the president has the signatory power of IVSA and the ability to check the IVSA accounts. president@ivsa.org
The Secretary/Fund Raising Officer; Takes the minutes of all ExCo meetings, and at IVSA Congress and Symposium General Assembly. Is in charge of the fund raising together with the President. The Secretary assists the President in any possible way and carry out any directives received from the President. so@ivsa.org 
The Treasurer; Sends out invoices to the members of the IVSA and reminds the ExCo that they spend too much money when they get reimbursed for travels. Is in charge of all incoming and outgoing finances and the IVSA accounts. The Treasurer also prepares the annual budget and financial report. to@ivsa.org 
Chief Exchange Officer; Coordinator of the Exchange Officers. Helping and guiding them to create a fluently running exchange system. And in the same way guiding the Organizing Committees of IVSA Congress and Symposium. Keeps track of the list of members, updates it and sends it to the EO´s. ceo@ivsa.org 
Development Fund Officer; Sends out information to underprivileged veterinary faculties about the IVSA Development Fund. Giving them the ability to apply for IVSA support for a certain project. Collects and chooses upon applications received for the Fund. Coordinates the fundraising, and makes sure the money raised is spend improving conditions for vet students at the chosen faculty. dfo@ivsa.org 
Information Officer; Unless you visit Denmark on a weekly basis this job is most easily done by a Dane. Simply because the IVSA Information Office is located at the Danish faculty in Copenhagen. All official mail goes to Denmark and should be checked every week. Furthermore you are the contact person for all new members, and other people with questions about the IVSA. info@ivsa.org 
Information Technology Officer; Reveals the IT wonders of the 21st century to the rest of the ExCo, and guides them to understand and use it. In charge of the webpage, and updating information stored here. ito@ivsa.org 
Publication Officer; Responsible to inform members, sponsors and others about the IVSA through an e-mail Newsletter, a written journal and articles on the web page. Furthermore this officer is in charge of raising the funds for the written journal, and if possible to cooperate about the printing with a veterinary publisher. po@ivsa.org 
Trustees; The Trustees supervise the work of the ExCo Officers. Each Trustee will be assigned to an Officer, and will be part of a team with this Officer. The trustee will be given certain tasks. 
Individual Trustees will be in charge of specific tasks:

· The Animal Welfare Trustee presides over the Animal Welfare Standing Committee and is responsible for IVSA´s animal welfare work. 

· The Modern Technology in Education Trustee is in charge of the standing Committee of Modern Technology in Education and IVSA´s involvement in this area.

· The Scholarship Fund Trustee collects applications for the Scholarship Fund, and advices the ExCo on the receiver of the scholarship.
